Lt/C Leon Collins, SN –Treasurer reported September income has been increasing due to the Fall District Conference registrations.

He called on Frank Muylaert, AP, membership chairman, who announced a list of non-renewals for the squadron. Several have been contacted and will not renew.

He will also be responsible for the 1st class mailings. This should cut down the time of getting the publication to the membership by one week.
The nominating committee needs to start working for the 2008 ballot.
The 2008 change of watch date will be January 17, 2008.

Squadron/ educational concerns that need to be addressed to the National Representative will be done at the Conference Town Hall meeting.
